The Board to review the 2022 legislative session bills related to the practice of speech pathology and audiology:
a. HB986 HD1 SD1-Relating to Newborn Hearing Screening
Requires diagnostic audiologic evaluation results of newborn hearing screening evaluations, or infants whose hearing status changes, to be provided to the department of health. (SD1)
b. SB1140 SD1-Relating to Newborn Hearing Screenings
Amends the newborn hearing screening statute to mandate reporting of diagnostic audiologic evaluation results to improve hearing follow-up of infants. Updates definitions and terminology. (SD1)
